CHILDREN’S AFRICANA BOOK AWARDS

of the African Studies Association (ASA) to encourage the publication and use of accurate, balanced
children’s materials about Africa.

SOUTH ASIA BOOK AWARD

The South Asia National Outreach Consortium (SANOC) offers an annual book award to honor and
encourage authors and publishers who produce high-quality books geared for children ages 4-18 which

AMERICAS AWARD

This is an annual award founded by the Consortium of Latin American Studies Programs (CLASP)

to encourage and commend authors, illustrators and publishers who produce quality children’s and
young adult books that portray Latin America, the Caribbean, or Latinx cultures in the United States,
and to provide teachers with recommendations for classroom use at the primary and secondary levels.
